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	Mission Statement

The purpose of the Regional Juvenile Center is to provide a secure, safe, and caring environment for juveniles charged with delinquent or criminal offenses.

Definitions

· Secure - All entrances and exits shall be controlled by the staff.  At no time will a juvenile be allowed to exit the building unaccompanied by a staff person unless that juvenile has been released at the direction of the detaining Court.

· Safe - No juvenile in the care of the Regional Juvenile Center is to be abused (physically, sexually, or psychologically) by any resident, staff person, or visitor.

· Caring - The staff shall make every effort to assure that the juvenile is free from medical or dental disorders; is properly fed; receives a proper amount of rest; has clean clothing and bedding; is allowed to exercise; and, is offered appropriate educational, counseling, religious, and recreational opportunities.  Additionally, the staff are to treat each juvenile with respect and courtesy.

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Student Intern, Volunteer Program and Contributions
The Center has had a volunteer program since 1985.  All volunteers complete a written application and their background is checked through the Child Abuse and Neglect Registry. Volunteers are required to complete orientation training prior to working with the residents.

     
Agencies such as the Washington County Health Department, The Rape Crisis Center, the U.S. Army and Marine recruiting offices, and The Community Clinic provided services at no cost to the residents and staff.  There were two volunteers that worked a total of 66.5 hours and two interns that worked a total of 480 hours at the center for the University of Arkansas Social Work Program.     

    
Individuals have also donated their time for specialized services such as computer education, providing hair cuts for residents.  These hours exceeded 1,500.   

    
The facility also provides a Chaplain program for the detained youth.  Chaplain Earl Adams acts as Program Director of the Chaplain Program for others who wish to volunteer their time in this particular service.  Upon request, residents have the opportunity to see their own clergy at all times.  Mission Street Baptist Church, Springdale Baptist Church and Lisa & Joel Carlson provide services on a weekly basis.     


 Two local accountants provided financial workshops to the residents one hour a week.  John Brown University students provided weekly workshops dealing with mental health issues as well as spiritual guidance.  An RN from the Health Department does a monthly workshop on HIV & STD’S as well as provides confidential testing to the residents.  

Tours


The Detention Center has open tours for the public on Thursdays between 3:30 & 4:00 p.m.  These tours are an attempt to educate those interested or ordered by the Juvenile Court Judge on what Juvenile Detention is.  67 juveniles and 177 adults toured the facility in 2011.  This includes the University of Arkansas Law students and Social Work students.  


Interested individuals and groups are encouraged and welcome to tour the facility.

State Grant-In-Aid Program

     
The Juvenile Detention Grant-In-Aid Program (G.I.A.) began in July 1989.  Grant supervision and funding is through the Division of Youth Services.  The purpose of the G.I.A. is to provide juvenile detention centers with funds to upgrade programming, pay salaries, purchase materials, and make approved repairs. A stipulation of this grant is that G.I.A. funds are not be used to supplement county funds. 

Up until 1997, the Center received $50,000 per year through this program.  After that, the formula for funding was changed and we received $24,138.  In 1998, we increased our bed space from 14 to 16 and this increased our award to $27,826.  Information was received from the Division of Youth Services to expect about a one-third decrease in the amount for our 1999 award.  The Center received an award of $23,022 for 1999.

In 2000, a new Juvenile Justice Facility was constructed with 36 beds giving the facility a grant award of $28,400, which again is a decrease from previous years.  In 2001, the facility again received an award amount of $28,400.  The same amount was received for 2002, 2003 and 2004.  In 2005, $ 29,998 was received.  The $ 1,598.00 addition is due to funds left over from the 10th Judicial Juvenile facility closing a few years ago. $29,998 was received for 2006 and $35,063.00 for grant year 7/1/07 – 6/30/08.  $31,167 was awarded for the 2008-2011 grant year.  

School Lunch and Breakfast Program

     
The Center has participated in the School Lunch and Breakfast Program since 1985.  This program reimburses certain food costs for residential childcare facilities and schools provided the facilities meet specified food service and nutritional standards. 

     
In 2011, the Center was reimbursed $22,431.71 through this program.   JDC spent $60,536.18 in 2011, an average of $5,044.68 per month.    Sysco Foods Rewards program reimbursed $53.87.

Education Program

In 1987, Washington County contracted with the Fayetteville School District to provide 

educational services to the Center's residents.  The teacher was paid at the substitute teacher level and the County supplemented the teacher's income. 

          
In 1995, the cost of the teacher's salary was equally split between the Fayetteville School District and Washington County.  Educational materials were purchased by the County to support the program.

     
Since 1996, the Arkansas Department of Education has provided a grant to the Fayetteville School District to fund the Center's educational services.  Although, the amount received by the school district varies from year to year, the Center's school program has been adequately funded to meet the educational needs of the residents. 

Today’s current educational program is endorsed and monitored by the Arkansas Department of Education.  The basic curriculum consists of a “Skills Tutor Software Program” which satisfies the ADE educational mandate for nontraditional facilities in Arkansas.  Other operation curriculum involves utilization of GED preparation materials.  In addition to these two (2) traditional components, student educational material from their current educational setting is encouraged and welcomed by the teaching staff.

JedI, Juvenile Education Initiative, is a project of the Special Education Unit of the Arkansas Department of Education.  The Washington County Juvenile Detention Center Classroom is now a regional web site for SkillsTutor.  

An additional educational component of our school program involves a mandatory fitness workout for all detention youth who have satisfied an activity medical screening.  These detention students participate in a various array of physical activities which are lead and monitored by a certified physical education teacher.  This program as well as all of our educational endeavors will be enhanced by the construction of a new multi-purpose classroom.  This facility addition will be home to the academic and physical activities.  It is scheduled to be operational by the beginning of the 2012 – 2013 school year.  We look forward to enhancing the classroom with technology to further assist in engaging and equipping the students with tools to guide them in their levels of learning.

The education department continues to promote a well-rounded program for our students which, in turn, will reflect the importance of building a healthier America, both intellectually and physically.  

Medical Services

     
Residents' parent or guardian, sign a "Consent for Medical Treatment" form when their children are placed at the Center.  This consent allows for the immediate medical treatment in the event of an accident or illness.  Additionally, the signing of the form obligates parents to be responsible for the cost of the medical care provided to their children.  This procedure significantly reduces the expense of medical care.  Total cost (prescriptions and over the counter medication) for residents in 2011 was $2,726.28.  Total reimbursement for resident medications totaled $175.00.  
The Center contracts with a nurse to complete a medical screening on all residents within 48 hours of their arrival.  If a resident arrives at the Center with an injury or illness, the nurse will respond immediately or refer us to the emergency room.  The nurse also completes regularly scheduled sick calls and is on call for medical emergencies.
National Association for the Exchange of Industrial Resources

     
The National Association for the Exchange of Industrial Resources (NAEIR) is a nonprofit association dedicated to matching new, donated inventory to the needs of educational and charitable service organizations.  The materials are to be used specifically for the care of the ill, needy, and minors.  None of the products may be bartered, traded or sold but they may be used by the receiving organization to accomplish its mission or given to students or clients to improve their education or morale." 

The Center pays a membership fee of $595.00 per year and the shipping and handling cost of any ordered merchandise.  The Center has had a membership since July 1991.  In 2011 the Center received $4,468.00 worth of materials for shipping costs totaling $1,092.66.  

Items received include, but are not limited to; cleaning materials, office furniture, office supplies, educational supplies, arts and crafts supplies, food service supplies, clothes, toiletry items, recreational materials, medical supplies and hygiene supplies.

Training

In 2011, the Center's employees received approximately 1,150.25 hours of training.  All juvenile detention workers are required to complete the 40-hour Arkansas Juvenile Detention Standardized Training course and three American Correctional Association correspondence courses for an additional 128 hours. 

     
In-house training included CPR and First-Aid certification, fire and evacuation procedures; proper use of mechanical restraints; blood borne pathogens; stress management; team building; juvenile law and related issues; performance evaluations; and the Center's policies and procedures, sexual harassment in the work place and violence in the work place, physical restraint certification training, Why Try workshops.  

     
Approximately 1,015.49 hours were spent educating 1,466 detained youth in areas including CPR/First Aid (instruction & certification), HIV/AIDS awareness, Sexually Transmitted Diseases, Teenage Pregnancy & Birth Control, Abstinence, Life Skills, Nutrition, Alcohol & Tobacco Prevention, “Why Try” program training.  .  
Counseling

The Arkansas Juvenile Code mandates that mental health needs are addressed within Detention facilities. In 2004, the Quorum Court had the insight to determine that it would be more economical and beneficial to hire a full time professional to provide on-site services. The Social Work Intervention Program (SWIP) not only addresses this standard, but currently also plays a role statistically in the reduction of recidivism for the Juveniles of NWA and a reduction in the commitment rate to the AR Division of Youth Services. The Social Work Intervention Program (SWIP) continued to operate at full capacity for the 2011 year.
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Research consistently shows that 70% Youth 

involved in the Juvenile Justice System have 

diagnosable mental health issues. 

This number remains high (60%-65%), 

even when behavior 

disorders are excluded. 

(CJJ, OJJDP, NIMH, NCMHJJ)

Since May 2004, the SWIP program has been staffed by one full time MSW Social Worker (Shelley Clingan), licensed for independent clinical practice within the State of Arkansas (LCSW), who functions as the Program’s on-site clinician (therapist), program coordinator, case manager, administrative assistant, community liaison, JDC website designee, researcher, grant writer, intern supervisor, and file clerk. In addition to maintaining her LCSW licensure, our Social Worker (MSW) also maintained an additional certification in Reality Therapy (RTC) and maintained certification as a Certified Co-occurring Disorders Professional (Diplomate level) (CCDPD). She is currently pursuing a certification as a forensic professional. She was honored with the Arkansas Coalition for Juvenile Justice (ACJJ) “Advocate of the Year” award in October 2010 for the previous fiscal year for her work with the Program. She was also previously honored in 2005 by both the Arkansas Juvenile Detention Association and the National Juvenile Detention Association with the Bob Radar Service Worker of the Year award. 
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The etiology of mental health 

functioning can range

from genetics to psychosocial trauma.
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Emotional, behavioral, and mental health issues, learning and developmental disabilities, cognitive impairment, substance abuse issues, and traumatic psychosocial factors effecting functioning in Youth who are involved in the juvenile justice system are disproportionately high compared to the general population and significantly effect accountability for youth involved in the juvenile justice system. Additionally, the Youth and their families also face barriers in navigating the mental health, educational, and social services systems to obtain the resources and interventions needed to address these issues.

By definition, being in detention, is a crisis situation for most Youth and reveals those Youth who have significant thinking errors and who lack appropriate coping skills.

There were 85 transports for acute hospitalization (Youth who were suicidal, homicidal, and/or psychotic) in 2011.

For numerous reasons, these dynamic issues are often misidentified, unidentified, or unaddressed resulting in repeated involvement with the juvenile justice system (Coalition for Juvenile Justice; National Center on Education, Disability, and Juvenile Justice; Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention). In an effort to acknowledge and address the underlying role of these issues in crimes and status offenses committed by youth, the Juvenile Detention Center continued to utilize clinical forensic social work 

  services via the Social Work Intervention Program for 2011.

Detainees of the Juvenile Detention Center continue to receive services one of three ways: per referral of the Fourth Judicial District Circuit County Judge or court staff, per referral of detention staff, or via triage services. Services currently being provided are screenings & assessments, crisis intervention and therapy services, behavior modification in collaboration with Detention Staff, resource linkage and referral, case management support, and supportive services to detention staff. 
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The provision of these services continues to be a collaborative effort with the detention programming to ensure that the juveniles detained at the Detention Center are offered a rehabilitative experience. 
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48.49% is the average number of Intakes and status changes who received 

SWIP services June 2007 – December 2011
Approximately 50% of JDC Intakes and Status changes received services with the Social Work Intervention Program for 2011 year. The percentage of Youth receiving services has increased over the years as the number of intakes and status changes has decreased. The exception to this is during the July 2008 – December 2009 timeframe in which Interns were utilized heavily to expand program services. 
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Washington County has had a 23% decrease in the number of Youth who completed an intake or status change at the Washington County Juvenile Detention Center from 2004 to 2011. This decrease suggests a correlation to the effectiveness of the Diversion Programming, which has been implemented within the County Juvenile Justice System.

July 2008 - December 2009 timeframe, Interns were utilized heavily 

to increase program services but it was determined that this conduit for

program expansion was limited due to the resources required to maintain it.
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For the 2011 year, in addition to continuing to provide clinical services, the SWIP program aided in the facilitation of a programming committee for the Juvenile Detention Center to evaluate and revise policies, procedures, and protocols to insure that best practice models are being utilized within the facility. The SWIP program also worked to implement the risk assessment tool (Maysi 2) for both the detention center and the juvenile court. The program continued to support the community by hosting bachelor interns from the University of Arkansas and by presenting research data at the Arkansas Coalition for Juvenile Justice annual conference, the Arkansas Juvenile Detention Association Conference, and the Arkansas School Health Conference.
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3,744 SWIP (clinical) services (assessments, case management, resource linkage and referral, brief therapy, etc.) were provided to SWIP Youth in JDC from June 2007 – December 2011

Without controlling for extraneous variables, the SWIP program shows a 16% recidivism rate of juveniles who returned to detention after receiving SWIP services beyond group attendance for the timeframe of Jan – Dec 2011 which, while although preliminary, is promising when compared to the nearly 60% recidivism rate defined as re-referral to juvenile court by age 18 quoted in the OJJDP “Juvenile Offenders and Victims: 2006 National Report”. 

However, longitudinal study is required to effectively assess the efficacy of the SWIP program. Many of the juveniles who did return to detention showed subjective success in functioning, and most of the juveniles highlighted family dysfunction; faced systemic barriers, such as lack of available services, funding issues, or long waiting lists for outpatient/inpatient services; and/or the juveniles proved that they needed more restrictive interventions than originally recommended as least restrictive interventions which are ethically mandated when initiating services (for example juveniles who continued to use drugs despite adverse consequences proved that they needed drug Rehab, rather than outpatient clinical services).
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According to the Arkansas Department of Human Services, Division of Youth Services Statistics, overall DYS had a decrease of 26.92% in the number of commitments from all Counties in the State for the time period of 2005 to 2011, which suggests reform efforts and a trend of juvenile justice being administered locally. However, Washington County, one of the largest Counties in the State in population, juvenile population, and area, had the largest decrease at 80.49% in DYS Commitments from 2005 to 2011 of the top ten largest counties. This sizeable decrease may help to support the hypothesis that on-site clinical services and programming, like those offered by the Social Work Intervention Program (SWIP) in Washington County, are effective with our youth and their families. 

The Social Work Intervention Program, not only provides on-site clinical services, but also helps families to navigate and address barriers in the mental health, educational, and social services systems that previously resulted in commitments to the AR Division of Youth Services to address. The Court allows and encourages the Social Work Intervention Program and Court Staff to have this role in exhausting local resources and utilizes commitment to DYS as a last resort.

The most populous Counties with the largest decrease of commitments to DYS have access to clinical programming. Benton County (72.41% decrease) had the third largest decrease and has licensed Clinicians (LPC/LCSW) in both their JDC and on Courtside. Pulaski County (75.15% decrease), Sebastian (20%), and Faulkner County (14.29% decrease) are also showing significant decreases as part of the ten largest populated Counties in the State.

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For the 2012 year, the program will continue to provide clinical social work services to juveniles who have legal involvement with the Fourth Judicial District Circuit Court. The program will also continue to focus on training and implementation of structured, evidenced based, intervention programming (specifically the Why Try Program) to enhance and expand programming within juvenile justice in our geographical area by offering training to stakeholders in the community to help provide a "systematic range of appropriate sanctions and treatment (OJJDP)".A primary goal of the program for this year will be to a continued focus on exploring avenues for program expansion to provide services for both juveniles who are detained or who are involved in any capacity (Diversion, FINS, Criminal Charges) with the Court.

The 2011year continued to see a strong number of referrals and utilization of the program from both detention staff and the juvenile division of the Circuit Court. As in 2007 - 2010, while objectives of the program for the 2011 year included continuing to provide quality services for detainees as has been established and continuing to address identified needs, the program is functioning at its’ full capacity although the general consensus (and requests) via feedback of the program from detention staff and Circuit Court, Juvenile Division Staff (intake and probation Officers and attorneys) has been that the program needs to expand to serve more detainees and to offer more direct intervention services (group work, education, and in-house therapy) to detainees. 

Expansion of the Social Work Intervention Program would allow more focus on direct interventions for juveniles while they are detained and would allow for more juveniles to be served. Additionally, numerous calls continue to be received from members of the community asking for options for at risk juveniles, and expansion of the program may eventually allow for components of the program to focus of preventative efforts for juveniles in the community, via a hotline program or similar program. The administration, programming, and provision of services for the SWIP program continue to evolve and to make improvements as needs are identified although the Program continues to be limited by resources available, including space and administrative and professional staff. 

VISION STATEMENT

The vision of the Social Work Intervention Program is to reduce the recidivism rate of juveniles detained at the Regional Detention Center by providing supportive and empowering services.

PHILOSOPHY STATEMENT

The basic philosophy of the Social Work Intervention Program is the view that all human behavior is an attempt to meet an interpersonal need. Furthermore, attempts to meet these needs in a socially acceptable manner may be frustrated by the social environment in which the person is functioning and/or by mental health issues. Utilizing a strengths-based perspective and given more effective tools, an individual can learn to make choices that meet their needs more effectively.

MISSION STATEMENT

The purpose of the Social Work Intervention Program is to provide case management support and Clinical Social Work services to assist residents detained at the Regional Juvenile Detention Center, meet their physical, mental, emotional, and spiritual needs through culturally competent and gender specific practice. The provision of these services is a collaborative effort with the detention programming to ensure that the juveniles detained at the Center are offered a rehabilitative experience. Included in these services are screening and assessments, crisis intervention and counseling services, case management support, and supportive services to detention staff.

Juvenile Detention Standards

Arkansas standards for juvenile detention centers were put into place in 1992.  The Jail Review Board inspected the center for compliance in April 2011.  The facility was found to be in compliance and no corrective actions were required.  

Issues & Plans

In 2011 Juvenile Justice Programs were cut from $276 million to $263 million.  State formula grants were reduced from $60 million to $40 million, delinquency prevention programs were cut from $54 million to $20 million and the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant program was cut from $46 million to $30 million. (Corrections and Congress: 2011 Review, aca.org)

In conjunction with the National Partnership for Juvenile Justice Services, we hold firm in the belief that the idea of change IS possible.  Our staff is committed to continue to provide quality programming to the youth in our custody by continuing to collaborate with other juvenile justice professionals.  The Juvenile Court of Washington County in turn, continues to work diligently in the areas of delinquency prevention by providing deterrent programs for the youth and their families in need of support as well as continuing to hold youth accountable for their poor choices.  We continue to advocate for quality standards in Juvenile Justice Programs.

With the nearing completion of the classroom/multipurpose area, plans are being made for training/classes that we have been unable to provide due to the lack of space.  With this addition, we will be afforded the opportunity to ensure staff are trained in a timely manner; residents will have accessibility to a higher level of learning through the use of technology as well as the area being used for various other programming opportunities.

With the vision and goal accomplished of providing the additional area, we will now focus on what was a vision, now a goal of enhancing the Social Work Intervention Program.  Expanding this program, we will be able to assist in areas of deterring juveniles from detention and expediting families in need of services assessments. The long term goals for expansion of the program for purposes of:
