The focus of this grant is to provide books to libraries located in low-income or underserved 
areas; Eligibility:501c3 organizations that work with kids in poor and underserved areas.

StudentCam Competition 
StudentCam is C-SPAN's annual national video documentary competition that encourages 
students in grades 6-12 to think seriously about issues that affect communities and the 
nation. This year, students are invited to create a 5-7 minute video documentary on the 
topic: "A Message to the U.S. Congress: What's the most important issue the U.S. Congress 
should consider in 2014?" Students may compete individually or in teams. All documentaries 
must contain a small amount of supporting C-SPAN footage that relates to the chosen topic. 
There will be up to 150 student prizes and 53 advisor prizes, totaling $100,000. Prizes will 
be awarded in 2 categories: middle school and high school. The Grand Prize-winning student 
will receive $5,000 and his or her school will receive up to $1,000 to spend on digital video 
equipment. All students with winning videos will receive a certificate of recognition and may 
be placed on C-SPAN's StudentCam Winners page.
