NOT TO BE HELD WITH ADULTS: [y most
cases, it llegal for anyone under 18 Lo be detained in
the same place with adull inmates. I youth and adulis
are el i e same failty, there must be complete
separation by sight and sound between adult and
Juvenile detainees.

TO MEDICAL CARE: You have therightto
medical attention. Report spesial health problenns or

TQ BE HEARD; You heve the right o a detention
hearing within 72 hours of your ntake at etention, or
on the next businoss day if the 72 hours end on
weekend or holiday.

Whenever you see or hear a pod door open,
you must stand up against the wall
immediately and wait for staff instructions,

Do not give away o trade any of the food
ilems that are given to you for any reason.

Only one person is allowed on the pod stairs
atatime.

TOILET PAPER: You will be given one
Tolt of toilet paper upon intake. If you run
o, keep the empty cardboard roll to
exchange for a new roll
